At theMarch, 2016 Annual General Meeting, theNelson United Church congregation
launched aÒBuilding for theFutureÓcampaign. Cottagemeetings wereheld in which wewere
invited to imaginewhat Nelson United would look like in 2031.

This all began with an extraordinarily generous gift of $100,000 to Nelson United Church
to beused for any purpose. Wewereaware that our church building needs someattention, and so
theopportunity arose to consider how wemight useour building in ways that lead us as a faith
community into the future.

Weengaged in something called ÒFuture Search ConferenceÓ, awell-known and
effective tool for acollaborativeprocess of discerning away or path forward. To launch this
initiative, fivecottagemeetings, hosted by members of our congregation, wereheld in May and
June, 2016. Thesemeetings weredesigned to engage in conversation about the futureand have
each person document their vision. Thegatherings weresuccessful, achieving thegoal of
beginning thevisioning process as well as connecting us with each other on amorepersonal
level.

Since then, becausewearepart of thebroader community of Nelson, theBoard
coordinated aseries of interviews with avariety of community organizations; wewanted to hear
what thecommunity thinks are important for our church. A big part of theconversation about our
futurewill revolvearound sharing our resources with thecommunity.

The information in this report has been collected through this process and was presented in
this format to the congregation and community participants on April 26, 2017.

This is about conversation, dreams, and community as well as financial realities.
